BP has certainly come a long way
from its beginnings as an oil company more
than 100 vyears ago. Today, its an
international company with 110,000
employees in over 70 countries around the
globe. In the U.S., BP is a leader in
exploration and production of oil, natural
gas, chemicals, refining, and solar energy, all
of which are supported by high quality
research and technology. In addition to
providing cleaner, more efficient sources of
energy, BP is committed to being a
responsible and positive force in each of the
communities where it operates.

As Americas largest oil and gas
producer, BP is working to meet the nation’s
growing energy needs with major
exploration operations all around the
country, especially in Alaska and the Gulf of
Mexico, a region that is slated to become the
next great oil province in the world.

The
stations carry Amoco fuels, consistently rated
number one for quality in consumer
surveys, including Amoco Ultimate, BPS
uniquely formulated, low-sulfur/loweremissions
premium gasoline.

Investing in the future plays a
major role in BPs path forward. As part of
that commitment, BP is providing major
funding over the next 10 years for research
on environmental and energy issues at major
universities in the U.S. At a speech last year at
Stanford University Graduate School of
Business, Chief Executive Lord John Browne
summed up the company’s position by saying
‘I believe the American people expect a
company like BP to offer answers and not
excuses.” @
