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Other clients include Akzo Nobel
Chemicals, Cornell University,
Ronson, and Siemens Corporation.
The company has completed
numerous remediation projects
including the design and
construction of a groundwater
recovery and treatment system at a
New York State inactive hazardous
waste landfill. They have also
remediated a former manufacturing
facility in Northern New Jersey that
had groundwater and soil
contamination, but is now suitable
for unrestricted use; and, they were
headed the investigation and
remediation of a former linoleum
manufacturing plant in NJ that has
been commercially developed.

Heading up Paulsboro’s cleanup for Sovereign is Senior Geologist Iain
Bryant, one of the company’s principals and project manager for BP. Iain has
over 22 years of professional experience in environmental consulting.
Originally from London, he started his career traveling the world while
working in oil and gas exploration, eventually landing in California and later
New Jersey. Iain is responsible for coordinating investigation, reporting, and
remediation efforts at Paulsboro, so he really has his finger on the pulse of
cleanup progress. “Addressing the environmental issues for the Paulsboro
terminal is a complex and challenging project for Sovereign, and we’re
thrilled to have the opportunity to be involved in it,” he said. “We get a lot of
satisfaction in helping to transform the site so that it can eventually play a
positive role in Paulsboro’s future.”

As many Pipeline readers are probably aware, the Paulsboro Terminal has
a long industrial history, which is why remediation is an on-going process
that involves a great deal of planning. Cleanup of soil and groundwater
takes place at the same time as investigations determine the extent of
impacts of contaminants. Investigation and remediation efforts are
overseen by the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection

(NJDEP) and specific documents are generated
along the way that detail progress that’s being made
and what should be done in the future.

For example, at the beginning of 2002, a
Preliminary Assessment Report (PAR) was submitted
to the NJDEP. This report identified all potential Areas
of Environmental Concern (AOCs) at the site and  pri-
oritized them for investigation and eventual   reme-
diation. In October 2002, BP submitted a Site
Investigation Workplan (SIW) as a follow-up to the
PAR. The SIW focuses on determination of soil
impacts, detailing exactly how further investigations
should be carried out. It also serves as a tool to help
evaluate the adequacy of the groundwater
monitoring well network that is in place.

The SIW is important because it is the first
comprehensive plan that not only details
planned soil and surface water investigations, but
also identifies potential areas of soil impacts at the site
and on adjacent properties that have not yet been
investigated. “It focuses on soil, sediment, and
surface water because we already focused on under-
standing the groundwater beneath the site,” said
Iain Bryant of Sovereign Consulting, who is project
manager for the site. Groundwater investigations
began in 1982, while the groundwater recovery
and treatment system has been operating since 1991.

The SIW augments the investigations conducted to date, which are extensive: 230
soil borings have already been collected and analyzed and 165 wells installed for groundwater
monitoring, recovery, soil vapor extraction, and air sparging. The
SIW calls for up to an additional 487 soil borings, 33 sediment
samples, and 17 surface water samples. These will be taken from
areas all over the site, such as former locations of above ground
storage tanks, the rail loading rack area, the marine terminal, the
petroleum loading rack area, and the underground piping
network. After the work planed in the SIW is completed, BP will
evaluate the results to determine and propose the installation of
more groundwater monitoring wells, as needed.

BP hopes to begin implementing the SIW in early
2003. Sampling, laboratory analyses, and preparation of a
comprehensive Site Investigation Report are expected to take
about eight months.
